Old Truths in New Sayings
Pop culture provides us with a number of quick aphorisms; advice that seems to hold the answers to life’s issues. I came across this list of 20 “truths” which are certainly pithy, and all hold their own bits of truth, but as I reflected on this list, I found the ideas contained in them mirror a lot of the teachings and wisdom found in scripture.
I’m offering you a starting place to cross reference these ideas. Now, none of these scriptures are word for word the same thought as our pop culture idioms, but most are reflections on the same idea.
Contemporary literature, theater, and film, often spin intricate webs of stories primarily for purposes of entertainment, but usually we can find lessons to apply to our lives. The protagonist is faced with a difficult challenge or decision by an antagonist and only by a series of courageous choices and risky alliances is able to finally succeed. Or a young person discovers inner truths about life as they grow up. Or many ways to spin influence on relationships. 
None of the stories we can imagine today are really new. The threads of all the tales of conquest and conflict, romance and restoration, dedication and deceit; it’s all found in the pages of the Bible. The wisdom of the ages is found there as well as human depravity. 
It's no wonder so many biblical expressions have found their way into today’s vernacular. 
The writing on the wall; The salt of the earth; A drop in the bucket; Wolf in sheep's clothing; Go the extra mile; Skin of my teeth; A labor of love; The powers that be; He gave up the ghost.
All of these are found first in the Bible. Doesn’t it make sense that we should all become more familiar with what’s actually in the pages of scripture, so we can be in a position to share God’s wisdom when the opportunity arises, because it surely will.
So please read these modern thoughts and spend some time in the Word looking up the references I have suggested. Even better, find me a better scripture reference to use. God is always speaking to us.
